Lizzie Lee, of Lynnwood, Wash., right, hugs, Louie Cohn, of Sturbridge, Mass., who came to the Boston Common Tuesday night to hand out a flower to 26 people who ran in the Boston Marathon Monday. She chose to give out 26 flowers to represent the 26-mile run and the 26 victims in the Newtown shootings.

Louie Cohn walked through the vigil that formed on Boston Common Tuesday night, holding 26 daffodils. She approached Lizzie Lee, an engineer who had traveled from Lynnwood, Wash., to run the marathon on Monday, and offered her one of the flowers.

“They’re for the 26 miles of the Boston Marathon,” said Ms. Cohn, who lives in Sturbridge, Mass., before she broke down in tears, embracing Ms. Lee. The two women wept, holding each other and exchanging their names and places of origin.

Around them, hundreds had gathered at the Parkman Bandstand on the common, trying to keep candles lit as wind whipped around them and a choir sang songs like the national anthem and “Amazing Grace.”

“This terrible event happened in the midst of what represents all the best of Boston — the competition, the striving, the celebration of who we are in a patriotic way,” said Susan Springer, a psychologist from Westwood, Mass., who was at the vigil. “Such a perfect day, such a wonderful celebration, and then to have this happen — I wanted to find a way to come together as a community.”

Ms. Lee, the engineer, who is originally from Venezuela, was stopped just blocks from the finish line. When she heard the blast, she said, she felt immediate relief that her daughter had decided to cancel her trip from Venezuela to watch her run. She chose to stay at home because of the volatility following the country’s presidential election.

“My running partner told me, she texted me, saying, ‘Who would have thought that your daughter would have been safer in Venezuela than in Boston?’ ” Ms. Lee said.

8:27 P.M.Third Victim Killed Is Chinese Citizen

The third person who was killed in the explosions at the finish line of the Boston Marathon on Monday is a Chinese citizen, according to a statement made by the Consulate General of the People’s Republic of China. 

At the family’s wishes, officials from the Chinese Consulate and Boston University, where the victim was a graduate student, have not identified her. 

Earlier on Tuesday, the two other people who were killed were identified by family members: Martin Richard, 8, of Dorchester, Mass., and Krystle Campbell, 29, of Arlington, Mass., who graduated from Medford High School in 2001. 

Boston University officials said on Tuesday that a graduate student at the university had died in the blasts. The university said the student had attended the Boston Marathon with a friend, also a student at the university, who was seriously injured and was being treated at Boston Medical Center. A third friend who attended the marathon escaped unharmed.

In the last 24 hours, friends of a Boston University student from China had been going to hospitals, one by one, looking for information about their friend. 

The Consulate General of the People’s Republic of China confirms that one Chinese citizen was unfortunately killed in the Boston Marathon bombing on April 15, 2013. At the request of her family, the victim’s personal information will not be disclosed. Another Chinese citizen is among the injured and is in stable condition now after surgery.

The Consulate dispatched a work team to Boston after the bombing, headed by Deputy Consul General Ruiming Zhong. The team visited the injured in hospital this morning.

The Consulate has contacted the two families and will provide all necessary assistance to them.

Boston FBI officials deliver an update at 5 p.m. Tuesday on the investigation, via the Associated Press.

Richard DesLauriers, special agent in charge of the F.B.I., said that there were no suspects and that no one had claimed responsibility for the attack. He said that investigators were reviewing more than 2,000 tips, and that forensic evidence gathered at the crime scene had been shipped to F.B.I. labs in Virginia. Again, he asked people to share any information they might have about people talking suspiciously about the Boston Marathon or testing explosive devices in rural areas, and urged anyone with images or video from before or after the explosions to contact the police. 

“They are going over the crime scene with a fine-tooth comb, but it is very early in the investigation,” Police Commissioner Edward Davis said.

Richard DesLauriers of the F.B.I. said that the devices that exploded Monday were left in dark nylon bags or backpacks, possibly in a pressure cooker. 

Doctors treating the wounded described finding nails, ball bearings and pieces of metal embedded in the skin of the victims. 

Mr. DesLauriers asked anyone who saw someone carrying “an unusually heavy dark bag in the vicinity of the blast” to contact police. 

According to the Associated Press, the Homeland Security department prepared a document for police in 2010 that described how pressure cookers are used for rudimentary improvised explosive devices (IEDs). The pressure cookers could be used to contain the initiator, switch and explosive charge.

Law enforcement officials are scheduled to hold a news conference at 5 p.m. Eastern time on the explosions at the Boston Marathon.

4:45 P.M.Update From Boston Children's Hospital 

Dr. David Mooney, the trauma director at Boston Children’s Hospital, said the hospital received 10 patients. By Tuesday, six of them had been released with minor injuries, including a head injury and a femur fracture, but three children remained. One, a 2-year-old with a head injury, was in good condition, but a 9-year-old girl and a 10-year-old boy, both with leg injuries, were still in critical condition.

Dr. Mooney, a soft-spoken surgeon who wore a loud Spiderman tie, said the boy and girl would most likely have died at the scene if they had not been given tourniquets there — a method that was frowned upon in medical circles a decade ago but, he said, has come back into favor as surgeons have treated victims of bombings in Afghanistan and Iraq.

“These kids’ lives were saved by the first responders. I don’t know who did it,” Dr. Mooney said. “One was like a rubber strap, like the old science-class rubber tubing — probably a pocket tourniquet. That’s sort of an Iraq and Afghanistan thing, that people have started to re-learn that tourniquets are O.K. Ten years ago, it was a total no-no.”

The children’s legs, he said, were riddled with shrapnel.

“There were nails, a bunch of nails around — nails in clothing, nails in skin; there were some nails that were all the way inside,” Dr. Mooney said. “If you can see them, you can pull them out. Otherwise you can make the hole where it went in a little bit bigger and you can pull it out.”

He indicated that the nails were about one-half-inch tall, and thin. “They almost look like little small carpet tacks,” he said.

Dr. Mooney said that the hospital also treated an adult from whom a BB was removed, and that he believed that the children had both BB’s and nails in their legs.

For the children, amputation was virtually out of the question.

“We will do everything that we can not to amputate a child’s leg,” Dr. Mooney said. He added that two teams of surgeons worked for three to four hours to remove the tourniquets and stabilize the children, both of whom are currently in the intensive care unit awaiting further surgery.

Doctors are working to determine whether they can attach so-called free flaps of muscle to the children’s damaged leg tissue. “You can take a free flap, take the whole thing out, put it where you want it, and with a microscope, sew the blood vessels together,” Dr. Mooney explained. “There’s a lot of things you can do to sort of help rebuild a leg that’s been injured.”

A 29-year-old woman who was waiting for a friend at the finish line of the Boston Marathon has been identified as one of the three people killed in the explosions on Monday.

The victim’s father, William A. Campbell Jr., of Medford, Mass., 

told Yahoo News that he was in shock at the death of his daughter Krystle Campbell.

“My daughter was the most lovable girl. She helped everybody, and I’m just so shocked right now. We’re just devastated,” he said. “She was a wonderful, wonderful girl. Always willing to lend a hand.”

Ms. Campbell, a 2001 graduate of Medford High School, was living in Arlington, Mass., and working at Jimmy’s Steak House, a popular restaurant. She had previously worked for the Summer Shack Restaurant, which has multiple locations in the Boston area.

On Facebook, people who said they were friends of Ms. Campbell’s described her as “the salt of the earth, but her complexity demands more.” 

Krystle was seldom caught not smiling and not expressing her opinion. She was beautiful, she was loud, and everyone loved her for it. Along with the million-dollar smile came head-to-toe freckles and gorgeous bright red hair, connecting her Irish roots and kid-like manner; it was easy to feel 10 years younger around her, no matter who you were. She had tremendous passion and energy, and Krystle attacked life with vigor and excitement.

Krystle, you will be missed not only by those who knew you, loved you and cherished you the most, but you will be deeply missed by this world as a whole. Your character, your fortitude, your conviction is something that this world desperately needs and now will forever miss.

Rest in peace, dear child. You are safe. You will always be loved.

Another friend, Laurie Jackson Cormier, wrote on Facebook, “Our hearts are breaking today.” 

“A good friend and colleague, Krystle Campbell, passed away yesterday after the tragedy at the marathon,” she wrote. “Another colleague is in critical condition. Along with all of those affected by this senseless act, our hearts and prayers are with both of their families. Rest in peace Krystle.”

3:00 P.M.Chief of Trauma Surgery Provides Updates on Injured 

MGH updates Boston Marathon victims' status - YouTube

Doctors from Mass General Hospital give update on the wounded from the Boston Marathon via The Boston Globe.

Dr. George Velmahos, the chief of trauma surgery at Massachusetts General Hospital, said at a news conference on Tuesday that some of the patients with the most serious injuries were those who had lower limbs amputated, but that some woke up after the surgery and “told me they are happy to be alive.”

Dr. Velmahos said that many patients at the hospital had extensive wounds and burns and that four had legs amputated above the knee. The legs were “hanging by shreds,” he said. “It was not a hard decision to make because we just completed” what the bombs did.

He added that some members of the hospital’s medical team had experience working with the severely wounded abroad, he in South Africa and as a military surgeon in Afghanistan and Iraq.

He said the patients in critical condition were expected to be in the intensive care unit for the next few days.

1:57 P.M.Pressure Cooker Used as a Bomb

A law enforcement official said that at least one and probably both of the bombs were pressure cookers filled with nails, ball bearings and black powder, and that they were detonated with rudimentary, “kitchen-type” timers. The official said investigators believed that the bombs were hidden inside duffel-type bags or backpacks and left on the street or sidewalk.

F.B.I. agents, city detectives, the state police and investigators from other agencies assigned to the Boston Joint Terrorism Task Force were being assisted by an F.B.I. Evidence Recovery Team from New York and by specialists from the F.B.I.’s laboratory in Quantico, Va., who are experts in handling videos and photographs. “There is a tremendous volume of images that are being evaluated,” the official said.

But investigators have uncovered no evidence — pictures, videos or forensic material from the devices — to indicate whether the attack was “domestic or international in nature,” the official said. “It’s too early to make those assessments.”

Because the bureau continues to urge people to come forward with images and other information, it would appear that no cameras turned in so far captured images of anyone investigators believe could be a suspect.

“There are a lot of things that are being looked at, but nothing that has any particular importance,” the official said.

Also on Tuesday, a senior government official who had spoken with intelligence and law enforcement officials said the government had detected “no pre-attack chatter” from members of Al Qaeda or other terrorist groups. In two intelligence briefings he received in recent weeks, the official said, “nothing was offered” on this type of attack. 

But, he said, intelligence agencies have begun to re-examine communications intercepted in recent weeks to determine whether they missed anything. 

“Before the 2009 Christmas Day bombing attempt, they thought there was no pre-attack chatter,” he said. “But there had been, but it had not been interpreted. Everything is now being looked at.” 

The official said the investigation had also been hampered, in part, by the fact that no terrorist group has claimed responsibility. Such a claim would help investigators as they try to weed out suspects.

1:23 P.M.Witness Account of Bombings From Saudi Student

Although President Obama warned Americans not to “jump to conclusions” about what might have motivated the attack in Boston, the fear of Islamist-inspired terrorism appears to have focused attention on at least one young Saudi student who was chased and tackled by a civilian as he ran from the explosions on Monday, according to CBS News.

But as Greg Miller of The Washington Post reports, “U.S. law enforcement officials said Tuesday that a Saudi national injured in the Boston Marathon bombing is regarded as a witness, not a suspect.”

Ahmed al-Omran, a Saudi journalist and blogger, has translated an account of the bombings from another Saudi student at the scene. The account, published Tuesday on Mr. Omran’s news blog, Riyadh Bureau, includes this description of the student’s immediate reaction:

My friend Mohammad Bokhari called me asking about my location. Coincidentally, I was standing opposite to him, and we were talking about how to meet because the race is between us. Suddenly, we heard the sound of an explosion. A very loud sound that felt as if it was inside our hearts, so loud that it felt as if it was coming from everywhere. I noticed that the bombing was before me on the opposite sidewalk but on the right side near the finish line. I could not comprehend what happened. I tried to understand it but I couldn’t. I was still on the phone with Mohammad. Suddenly, another explosion blasted before me and right next to Mohammad. I saw the sparks fly and smoke rises with my own eyes. People started to run. We ran to the opposite direction of the marathon, heading to entrances of the nearest hotels and shops on the sides of Boylston Street. Even the runners were jumping the fence and running with us. Then I saw everything possible beneath me. I saw a woman that I almost ran over, and I thought for a moment: should I help her or keep running? It seems that the survival instinct was stronger than chivalry. People were screaming and crying. I was worried that I was running to the location of another bomb. 

As Max Fisher noted on his Washington Post blog, the student’s friend survived the bombing and posted a note on Twitter late Monday to let friends know that he was safe.

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At a City Hall news conference, Mayor Michael R. Bloomberg of New York said he had pledged whatever resources Boston might need to Mayor Thomas M. Menino in the aftermath of the marathon bombings.

Mr. Bloomberg also outlined some of the security efforts New York has undertaken since the Sept. 11 attacks, including the use of surveillance cameras, license plate readers and sensors to help detect a biological attack.

“The Boston bombing is a terrible reminder of why we have made these investments, including camera technology, to try to deter an attack,” Mr. Bloomberg said. 

At the same time, Mr. Bloomberg urged New Yorkers to notify the police if they saw any suspicious packages. He also pointed out that he took the subway to work on Tuesday, along with five million other people.

12:59 P.M.New York Police Commissioner: No Known Threats

Commissioner Raymond W. Kelly of the New York Police Department said there were no known threats against the city. However, he said the department had deployed additional officers to hotels, houses of worship and “significant infrastructure” after the bombings in Boston. 

“We have increased our coverage in the subways,” Mr. Kelly said, adding that passengers could expect more bag searches.

“We ask the public to be vigilant,” he said. “We anticipated that there would be an increase in reports of suspicious bags.”

Mr. Kelly said there were 77 reports of suspicious packages in the last 24 hours, compared with 21 reports during a similar period a year ago.

12:58 P.M.Iraqis React to Bombings in Boston

BAGHDAD — In the Iraqi capital, where bombings are commonplace and life halts only briefly in the aftermath, typically only for those in the immediate vicinity, the marathon bombings in Boston dominated television news on Tuesday morning. But by evening, the local shows were leading with news about the earthquake in Iran. The only local channel still leading with the Boston attack by the end of the day was al-Hurra, which is financed by the American government.

Aliya Talib, an editor of a current affairs magazine called Narjis and a columnist for the newspaper al-Mada, said the outpouring of news coverage of the Boston attacks was “something funny compared to what we have here.”

“Having five, or three, killed is nothing compared to what we cover here,” she said. “If eight die in Iraq in a day we say, ‘Thank God it was a good day.’ So the bombing in Boston was nothing compared to what happens in Iraq or Syria.”

On Facebook, on a popular page called “Baghdad” where residents share pictures and comment on local affairs, the Boston attack dominated the discussion. By Tuesday afternoon, there were more than 500 comments, with sentiments ranging from empathy to resentment of the perception that the international news media cared more about the victims in the United States than the nearly 50 Iraqis killed in numerous attacks on Monday.

One commenter, Noora al-Amoora, wrote: “May God see what is happening in the world. It is true that innocent people died in the explosion there and God bless them, but every day this happens in Iraq with more people killed, but no one cares for us anymore. Are they the only lives that are precious and our lives are nothing? They make such a big deal for three killed there!”

Another writer, who seemed to assume that the perpetrators of the Boston attack were Arabs, wrote: “The people that were killed in the explosions were normal people, just like us. They are not politicians or government officials. They always try to help us and support us, but all that Arabs send to them is blood and bombings.”

After major attacks in Iraq, like those this week, security officials and politicians usually vow to begin investigations. But Iraqis have come to view those promises as hollow, and many have little faith in the authorities’ ability to bring terrorists to justice.

A Facebook commenter named Maha Ismael wrote: “Look! When this happens to them within a few minutes they put out alerts and launch investigations, while in Iraq on the same day more than 200 were killed and wounded and there’s no investigation and nothing changes here. Americans have value but Iraqis are worth nothing?”

A shopkeeper in Baghdad said he feared that the attacks would be blamed on Arabs.

“People were just running!” said Omar al-Samarai, referring to the marathoners. “What is their fault? Not all of them were part of our misery. But for sure they will blame Al Qaeda. Nothing will change here, but they will put pressure on the Arabs there in the United States. But it’s not as big as the 11th of September. This is nothing compared to that.”

12:38 P.M.Egyptian Connects Boston to Anti-Islam Conspiracy

Essam el-Erian, a senior leader of Egypt’s ruling Islamist party, posted a long comment on Facebook on Tuesday expressing sympathy for the victims of Monday’s bombings at the Boston Marathon. But he also opened with speculation: “Our sympathy with the families of the victims and the American people do not stop us from reading into the grave incident.”

And read into it he did. In his comment, published in Arabic on his Facebook page, Mr. Erian, vice chairman of the Freedom and Justice Party, which is backed by the Muslim Brotherhood, connected the twin blasts in Boston to an alleged global, anti-Muslim conspiracy. He linked the bombings to French military action in Mali, the conflict in Syria and what he described as the “faltering” peace process between Turkey and rebels in the Kurdish Workers Party.

“Who planted Islamophobia through research, the press and the media?” Mr. Erian wrote. “Who funded the violence?”

His statement was translated into English and published on a new blog run by two Egyptian journalists, Basil el-Dabh and Sarah Carr, that is dedicated to translating provocative statements by Egypt’s Islamist rulers.

Here is the full text of the English translation of Mr. Erian’s statement, as published on the Web site, MBinEnglish: 

The criminal acts in Boston, which killed three and wounded 244, comes in the context of reproducing an old case that will not return and not produce negative effects on Islam and Muslims.

Our sympathy with the families of the victims, and the American people do not stop us from reading into the grave incident.

This series of events began with the sending of French battalions to Mali in a war against organizations that are said to belong to Al Qaeda.

Bombings intensified in Syria in a suspicious manner that deviated from the path of the great Syrian revolution, and smear campaigns began.

Violent explosions returned, rearing their ugly heads again in Iraq, targeting peaceful movements aiming for needed reform.

After a reasonable calm in Somalia, the capital Mogadishu shook again, leading to lowered confidence in the new president and government.

The historic agreement, which ended the fiercest regional conflict, between Erdogan and the leader of the Kurdistan Workers’ Party (PKK) is faltering.

A question that forces itself: Who disturbed democratic transformations, despite the difficult transition from despotism, corruption, poverty, hatred, and intolerance to freedom, justice tolerance, development, human dignity, and social justice?

Who planted Islamophobia through research, the press, and the media?

Who funded the violence?

The march of the Arab peoples will continue, and the will of right, justice, and dignity will triumph, and Syria will triumph to democratic transition movements with the permission of the victorious One God Almighty, who cannot be rendered incapable.

The Muslim Brotherhood’s official English-language Web site released a statement that used far more diplomatic language to condemn the bombings, which President Obama described on Tuesday as “an act of terrorism.” But the group has developed a reputation for saying one thing in English to an international audience and another thing in Arabic to appeal to its apparently more conspiracy-minded base. 

Mr. Erian’s statement quickly prompted more than 150 replies on Facebook, a majority of which were from Egyptians condemning or expressing confusion over the remarks.

“What kind of a message is this? Why don’t you just give your support and condolence and ended,” wrote one Facebook user, Dina Salama. “To be a wise man or a leader is to know when to speak or when to shut up.”

Another commenter, Hussein Salem, responded more simply to the rambling statement: “Seriously, what are you trying to say?”

12:16 P.M.'All of Dorchester Is Devastated'

A family friend confirmed on Tuesday morning that an 

8-year-old boy, Martin Richard had died in the bombings. The boy’s mother and his younger sister were also injured, according to the family friend, Conor Yunits.

The street outside the family’s home in the Dorchester neighborhood of Boston was filled with reporters and television cameras on Tuesday. Mourners had already stopped to leave flowers in the front yard.

A neighbor, Jane Sherman, 64, described the Richard children as “very active, very normal American kids.” Ms. Sherman, a real estate agent, said she would often see the children playing outside the house.

“They’re very happy-go-lucky kids,” she said. “All of Dorchester is devastated.”

The boy’s father, Bill Richard, returned home around 10:30 p.m. on Monday, Ms. Sherman said. “He was white as a sheet,” she said.

Ms. Sherman said she went to his house and asked him if everything was all right, but he did not respond. A friend who was with him then told Ms. Sherman that Martin had died in the attack.

She recalled on Tuesday that the Richard family had been skiing together over the winter. As for Dorchester, she said, it is a “very diverse, wonderful, family-oriented neighborhood.”

Marathon officials set up a site next to the crime scene where runners who had been stopped before the finish line could pick up their medals and the yellow bags of belongings that they had left behind at the start of the race. What would normally be a moment to bask in accomplishment was a grim occasion as runners, many with tears in their eyes, tried to process the events and wondered what to make of a medal for a marathon they had been unable to complete.

“It’s heartbreaking to not cross the finish line,” said Lauren Field, an auctioneer from Hampstead, N.H., who was stopped blocks from the finish line. “You train so hard for this. That’s what you visualize, and I grew up in Boston watching this.” 

“It’s sad,” she added, “but I’m safe.”

Another runner, Caroline Burkhart, protested gently as a volunteer handed her a medal. “I didn’t finish,” she said, explaining that she had stopped the race at 25.2 miles. She took off the medal and examined it. “Memories,” she said with a shudder. “Next year, I’ll wear it.”

11:41 A.M.Obama Calls Blasts 'Act of Terrorism'

President Obama said the authorities had not determined whether the attack in Boston was the work of an individual, several people or an organization. But, calling the bombings a “heinous and cowardly act,” Mr. Obama said investigators would take time to follow every lead and would bring those responsible to justice.

He said the authorities were investigating the explosions as an act of terrorism.

“The American people refuse to be terrorized,” Mr. Obama said, adding that the attack on Monday also brought stories of “heroism, generosity, love” as people tended to the wounded, opened their homes and donated blood.

At the nearby Brigham and Women’s Faulkner Hospital, 13 patients were treated for injuries. Four people remained in critical condition there.

Runners who had expected to leave Boston Tuesday morning with a sense of triumph after a night of celebration found themselves leaving instead with heavy hearts.

On Tuesday morning, Andrea Cameron and Sheldon Hamilton were still unable to get into their room at the Lenox Hotel. They planned to board their 10:15 a.m. flight back to Toronto with only their passports, wallets and laptops in hand.

The Lenox is one of the staple hotels for the event, known for cheering runners who arrive in its lobby after crossing the finish line. That’s precisely what Ms. Cameron, a nine-time veteran of the Boston Marathon, who ran in Wave 2 and finished with a time of 3 hours 40 minutes, was basking in when she heard the bombs.

“It was a horrible noise,” she said. “It sounded like it could have been right outside the side door.”

She went up to her room, but then heard a bang on the door. She was told to evacuate the hotel and find another place to stay Monday night.

“When I was getting dressed and putting on clothes, I was going to put on my 2013 marathon shirt like I normally do,” she said. “And I picked it up and looked at it, and I couldn’t put it on. It just didn’t feel right. I left my medal on the coffee table. It just took everything out of the celebration.”
